Ultra System Models

The cold water enters 
the faucet through the 
cold water supply tube.

How the system works.
Ultra System is simple. Major components 
include a 2/3-gallon (2.5 L) stainless steel tank  
and an ADA compliant European-style faucet that  
fits beautifully with either commercial or residential 
installations. The faucet has a cast zinc 
faucet body and ceramic disc valve that will 
provide years of reliable service. Since the 
faucet mounts easily, similar to conventional 
units, installation is quick and simple.

Since water expands when
heated, it’s forced into the
smaller expansion
chamber via the
aspirator hole.
In the Ultra System 
Model UW and UWL,
cold water flowing
down tube “C” forces
200°F/93°C water out
the top of the tank
and into the spout
where it is 
automatically
mixed with the
proper amount
of tap water.
